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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear Colleagues,

We introduced a new rubric, “Discussions,” some time ago with some doubts regarding the viability of this
venture. However, it has gone quite well so far. In this issue, we have begun publishing the authors’ responses
to their critics. We received two substantive replies from Roman Bumagin and Dmitry Rogozin on the critical
response to their paper. Rostislav Kapelyushnikov has also submitted an extended reply to one of our recently
published critical essays on the legacy of Max Weber. This reply will be prepared for the next issue.

Now we turn to a new issue of our journal.

We begin with a paper by Dr. Tatyana Cherkashina (Head of the Department of Sociology, Novosibirsk State
University), “Personal Income of Spouses in Russian Families’ Budgets in the 1990-2010s.” The paper ex-
plores the structural dynamics of budgets of Russian households, which differ in the ratio of the contribu-
tions of personal incomes and non-individual incomes. Economic relations in matrimonial households are
considered within the macroeconomic and social context of the 1990-2010s. Data were collected from the
Russian Longitudinal Monitoring Survey of the National Research University Higher School of Economics
(2004-2016). It is shown that the transfer system does not provide insurance for families in which only a
woman contributes to the family budget. The existence of only a sole breadwinner in the family significantly
increases the risk of poverty.

Anita Poplavskaya (Analyst at the Center for Institutional Research, Higher School of Economics) and Dr. Na-
talia Soboleva (Research Fellow, Laboratory for Comparative Social Research, National Research University
Higher School of Economics) have published a paper entitled “Realization of Male and Female Achievement
Motives in the Labor Markets across the World.” The paper reveals cross-country and gender differences in
values and the implementation of three achievement motives across the world, namely high earnings, career
growth and interesting work. Data were collected from the International Social Survey Program (2015). It is
demonstrated that higher rates of individualism, economic well-being and gender equality do not necessarily
lead to similarity between men and women in their achievement motives or the equality of their opportunities
in the labor market.

In its previous issue, our journal (2019, vol. 20, no 1, pp. 188—-196) published an extended commentary from
Dr. Nikolay Babich on the paper by R. E. Bumagin and D. M. Rogozin, “Criticism of Interview Approach in
Examining Similarity of Appearance of Products Belonging to the Same Product Category.” Now, we give the
floor to the authors for their replies to Babich’s critique. Dr. Dmitry Rogozin presents a critical reply in “Straw
Mills of Russian Sociological Expertise.” The author outlines the basic problems of the current sociological
expert evaluation in Russia and proposes options for methodological work aimed at adopting experience from
the established contractual procedure for the verification of scientific truth.

Roman Bumagin provides one more critical reply, “Deaboriginization of Russian Sociological Expertise In-
dustry: Dispute vs. Conquista.” The author rejects the validity of the term “aboriginal” as a label for the cur-
rent state of the industry of sociological expertise in Russia. He argues for more active use of the theoretical
baggage of modern sociology and the sociology of language in the study of visual signs, calling for the inten-
sification of academic disputes based on Mertonian-organized skepticism.

Dr. Andrei Vernikov (Senior Research Fellow, Institute of Economics of the Russian Academy of Sciences)
presents his paper “Explicit Deposit Guarantee in Russia: Who Needed It and What For?”” The article sheds
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light on the circumstances preceding the enactment of explicit deposit insurance in Russia in December 2003.
The author relies on available banking statistics as well as qualitative information of different natures to
understand the subsequent performance of this institution. The motivation of the champions of the deposit
guarantees is explored.

Natalia Voronina (Lecturer, Department of Sociological Research Methods, School of Sociology, Faculty of
Social Sciences, HSE) and Dr. Dmitry Popov (Leading Researcher, Federal Center of Theoretical and Applied
Sociology of the Russian Academy of Sciences) present their paper “Participation in Adult Education: Russia
in Comparison with OECD Countries.” The authors show that the participation of adults in education through-
out their lives has noticeable consequences for wealth, social wellbeing, state of health and cognitive abilities.
Data were collected from the Program for the International Assessment of Adult Competences (PIAAC). It is
explicated that adult learners in Russia demonstrate the same level of measured competences (in reading and
math) as those who are not involved in any educational activities. The results are quite different for OECD
countries. At the same time, we observe dissimilar models of participation of adults in education in Russia and
OECD countries.

The Journal of Economic Sociology has published a Russian translation of two fragments from the first chap-
ter of Buying Time: The Delayed Crisis of Democratic Capitalism, a book by Wolfgang Streeck. The author
examines the sources for recent fiscal, tax and economic crises, considering them as parts of the long-lasting
neoliberal transformation of post-war capitalism, which started in the 1970s. In the first chapter, “From Legiti-
mation Crisis to Fiscal Crisis,” the author briefly reviews the interconnections between the financial crisis, the
crisis of the tax system and the crisis of growth. It is explained why the stratagem of these interconnections re-
fers to an impossible riddle for any anti-crisis management as well as for politicians. The book was translated
by Ilya Zhenin, edited by Maria Dobryakova and published with the kind permission of the Higher School of
Economics Publishing House.

Maria Sakaeva presents a review of Gang Leader for a Day: A Rogue Sociologist Takes to the Streets, a book
by Sudhir Venkatesh. This book opened the eyes of the academic community and ordinary Americans to the
urban poor. Written in the style of a new ethnography, the book shows the close relationships between social
exclusion, poverty and crime. Why does social policy fail in American cities? How exactly does the institu-
tional structure of the capitalist economy and American democracy contribute to the social exclusion of the
black population? Why did the mass construction of the ghetto not solve any of the problems that were desig-
nated by the initiators of the American project? Responding to these questions, the author comes to disappoint-
ing conclusions regarding the American model of capitalism at the end of the twentieth century.

Dr. Igor Ryazantcev and Dr. Vasiliy Pisarevskiy review the conference “Digitalization of Society and the
Future of Christianity” held at the Faculty of Social Sciences of Saint Tikhon’s Orthodox University on Janu-
ary 24, 2019. The discussion was focused upon a critical issue: how can we assess the process of digitalization
from a spiritual and moral point of view? How does digitalization affect the individual and suppress his or her
freedom?.

Bruce G. Carruthers (John D. MacArthur Chair and Professor of Sociology at Northwestern University) was
interviewed by Mayya Schmidt, a Master’s student at Stockholm University, during his visit to the Swedish
Collegium for Advanced Study, based in Uppsala. Bruce Carruthers reflects upon the structural differences
between European and North American academic settings and between sociological departments and business
schools. He also elaborates on his current research on the history of credit and credit decision-making in the
United States in the nineteenth and twentieth centuries and other important topics.
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
