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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
Let us introduce you to a new issue of our journal.

Professor Joseph Vogl (Professor of Modern German Literature, Literary, Media, and Cultural Studies at the
Humboldt University of Berlin) was interviewed by Ivan Boldyrev. The contemporary position of economic
theory and modern developments in the capitalist system were the main topics of discussion. The author prob-
lematized the objectivity of conclusions that pretend to be in the economic discipline, although economics has
not been considered as a historical context that forms its agenda. Prof. Vogl claimed that modern economic
theory, like the early political economy, is historically rooted in an agenda determined by the structure of
power interests. The interview was translated by Boris Belyavskiy.

Dr. Anna Ozhiganova (researcher at the Institute of Ethnology and Anthropology, Russian Academy of Sci-
ences) presents the paper “Official (Biomedical) Obstetrics and Alternative (Home) Midwifery: Formalized
and Informal Interaction Practices.” The article explores interactive practices between the formal system of
obstetrics and the alternative practices of (home) midwifery. The author applies critical medical anthropology
and other important concepts, such as resistance to medicalization and medical pluralism. The study is based
on 53 in-depth interviews with home midwives, obstetrician-gynecologists, and midwives working in mater-
nity hospitals as well as with women with home birth experience.

Dr. Dmitriy Timoshkin (senior research fellow of the Laboratory for Social and Anthropological Research,
National Research, Tomsk State University) presents his study “Trust vs. Disorientation: Economy of the
Russian-Speaking ‘Migrant’ Groups in Social Media (The Case of VKontakte).” The article examines the eco-
nomic practices presented in the “migrant” groups on the social network VKontakte. Forty Russian-speaking
groups were selected and explored. As a result, the “migrant” economy in VKontakte was divided into two
categories: the economy “for migrants,” and the economy “on migrants.” The first category includes the free
provision of information and services, whereas the second category includes practices that exploit the lack of
social capital of migrants and are often associated with illegal activities.

Next, we publish a translation of the first chapter (“The World of Tomorrow 3.0”) of a book by Michael
Munger (Professor of Political Science, Duke University, USA), Tomorrow 3.0: Transaction Costs and the
Sharing Economy. In this chapter, the author describes key features of the new economy that resulted in the
Third Great Economic Revolution. It implies that innovations with the usage of digital technologies come to
the fore, allowing more intensive usage of durable goods, reducing the total number of circulated goods, and
dramatically changing the idea of private property.

Alexander Rubinstein (Professor and Head of the research program in theoretical economics of the Institute
of Economics, Russian Academy of Sciences) presents the paper, ‘The Theatre, the Audience, and the State:
Twelve Economists” Comments.” The study presents the outcomes of the “First All-Russian Sociological
Survey of Theater Audience,” which covered all Federal Districts and constituent entities of the Russian
Federation (about 200 cities), in which more than 90% of all professional theaters are registered. Completed
questionnaires were collected from more than 12 thousand respondents. This study is the first to reveal the
preferences of the public, its attitude to the repertoire posters of Russian theaters in traditional and innovative
productions, the creative composition of theaters, and the expansion of its functions, including performances
in movie theaters.
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Vladimir Molodykh (Associate Professor of the Department of Tax Policy and Customs Affairs, North-Cauca-
sus Federal University) has submitted the paper “Are Russian Students Ready to be Law-Abiding Taxpayers?
Tax Morality Issues.” A survey among students from districts in the North-Caucasus Federal Region was con-
ducted to estimate the level of tax morale. The results show that respondents are ready to break the tax legisla-
tion, even though most express a strong reluctance to commit tax evasion. The main reasons for this decision
are a low level of confidence in the legal system and the perception of the tax system as unfair, together with
the social norm distortion and the existence of entrenched behavioral stereotypes in society.

Yulia Belova (LSES HSE) reviews a book edited by J. Beckert and M. Dewey (2017) The Architecture of Il-
legal Market. Towards an Economic Sociology of lllegality in the Economy. Oxford: Oxford University Press.
The authors of this collection explore a variety of illegal markets in different countries and demonstrate how
the boundaries between legality and illegality are contested in the contemporary markets.

Stanislav Pashkov (LSES HSE) reviews a book by Appadurai A. (2015) Banking on Words: The Failure of
Language in the Age of Derivative Finance. Chicago, IL: University of Chicago Press. The book looks into
the origins of the World Financial Crisis of 2007-2008 through the prisms of economic anthropology and
sociology. The author attempts to answer the question of how the financial systems in some countries began
to rely on a large set of “special” arrangements via working with derivatives, thus becoming being tied to
great risk and serious uncertainty. Appadurai introduces the principle of “failure of the language,” meaning
the communication between financial participants and their intermediaries, emphasizing that the “risks” of
non-fulfillment have been “forced” to become more important and more profitable than the direct fulfillment
of obligations.

Elena Nazarbaeva (The Institute for Social Policy, NRU HSE), reviews the conference “Dynamics of Middle
Classes: Between Expansion and Uncertainty,” organized by the Institute for Social Policy NRU HSE and the
French Embassy in Russia. Empirical studies of the middle class in Russia and France showed that in both
countries, the middle class is not homogenous. In Russia, the middle class has a relatively high level of well-
being, but financial assistance is not an autonomous grant from the state.
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
