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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Journal of Economic Sociology is 20 Years Old!

Dear colleagues,

The very first issue of the Journal of Economic Sociology came out in September 2000, exactly twenty years
ago. It was one of the pioneers among the academic e-journals in Russia at the time, when the very notion of
‘electronic journal’ was not widely recognized. We contributed to a new standard, which became quite com-
mon many years later.

Remarkably, at the turn of the new millennium, the internet audience was still pretty small and accounted for
only 3.6 percent of the total urban population of Russia. Data collected by the Public Opinion Foundation
showed that 56 percent of urban residents had not heard about the internet at all. Normally, it took up to 10
minutes to upload a simple 1 MB file. Thus, we had to keep each issue within the limit of 1.2 MB and make
appendices so as not to exceed this limit. It is difficult to believe now, but it was a time when 3.5-inch floppy
disks were still in active use. Younger people have never seen these devices.

From the start, our journal was very similar to regular academic journals in terms of its content and principles.
Step by step, all formal arrangements were made, including the implementation of Russian and International
Editorial Boards. The journal was officially registered. Blind double peer review was introduced in 2008. The
journal was included in the Russian Index of Scientific Citation in 2009 and was selected for the official list
of the Higher Attestation Committee in 2010. It became one of the first e-journals to gain official and public
recognition, and was listed on the Web of Science and Scopus.

I would like to use this opportunity to thank all my colleagues who put in great effort to developing this journal
over the last two decades.

Now let us introduce to you to a new issue of our journal.
Texts in Russian

Dr. Mikhail Sokolov and Nadezhda Sokolova (both from the European University at St. Petersburg) present a
paper called ‘Milieus, Not Classes: Patterns of Horizontal Stratification in Urban Russia.” The paper describes
an experiment aimed at creating a categorical and interactive stratification schema for the population of a
major Russian city (St. Petersburg). The authors used data on the friendship ties of 3,200 adults to create a
network of ties among occupations and the Louvaine community detection algorithm to identify six clusters.
The clusterization obtained distinguished between skilled manual, routine non-manual, and professional oc-
cupations, demonstrating that close social ties are more likely to be found within, rather than between, their
boundaries. The authors interpret the clusterization as evidence of the existence of milieus confined within
institutional barriers of social sectors. Such milieus, rather than classes, serve as the building blocks of social
structure, defined through intensity of interaction or lifestyles.

Elena Sidorova (doctoral student in economics, NRU HSE) presents the paper ‘How Different are the Models
of Administrative Adjudication Across the Russian Regions? On the Example of Antitrust Cases.’ This article
is aimed at describing the main features of the Russian system of contesting the decisions of administrative
authorities. The analysis is based on data obtained from the Arbitration Card File of the Federal Arbitration
Courts of the Russian Federation on decisions of the Russian arbitration courts of first instance with respect to
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contesting the decisions of the antimonopoly body on all types of charges for the period 2012-2018. For the
indicated period, a sample of 14,790 decisions of arbitration courts of the first instance was formed, which cov-
ered different subjects of the Russian Federation. The author revealed the essential parameters that determine
the differences in the processes of law enforcement and the quality of the institutional environment.

We publish a translation of a new paper by Professor David Stark (Columbia University and Warwick Univer-
sity) called ‘Testing and Being Tested in Pandemic Times.’ The study identifies three aspects of testing. First,
tests are frequently proxies (or projections) that stand for something. Second, a test is a critical moment that
disrupts the flow of social life. Third, when someone or something is put to the test, it is always a challenge.
These insights serve as the building blocks for addressing three major issues—representation, selection, and
accountability — regarding testing in the time of the coronavirus crisis.

Dr. Andrei Semenov (Perm State University) presents a paper ‘Arhythmic Tempo: Dynamics of Readiness to
Join the Collective Actions in Russia (1996-2019).” The paper argues that two mechanisms link inflation and
unemployment to the readiness to join economic protests: first, high levels of both indicators increase the gap
between actual and desired consumption levels; second, high levels of inflation and unemployment signal the
lack of governmental competence. Statistical analysis based on the autoregressive model with distributed lag
(ADL) confirms the hypothesis of the consumer price index and unemployment’s lagged impact on the readi-
ness to protest, while public optimism exhibits both short- and long-term effects on the protest mood.

Dr. Nataliya Meshcheryakova (Tomsk Polytechnic University) reviews a book from Nobel prize winners in
Economics Abhijit Banerjee and Esther Duflo (2019) called Good Economics for Hard Times: Better Answers
to Our Biggest Problems. Among others, the book tries to answer the following questions: why do econo-
mists and other social researchers offer ineffective responses to global challenges? What are the dangers of
stereotypical thinking and outdated economic schemes and theories? Why can't we rely only on the scientist's
intuition? What is the power of painstaking social research based on experimental methods and careful pro-
cessing of facts? Why are there no universal recipes for economic growth? Why is each national variant of
socioeconomic development unique?

Alexander Subbotin (Lomonosov Moscow State University) provides a review of the book by Pascal Boyer
Minds Make Societies: How Cognition Explains the World Humans Create. In this book, the author, who is
a French-American evolutionary psychologist, tackles six major questions: What is the basis of intergroup
conflicts? Why do we need information? Why do religions exist? What is natural family? How can society be
fair? Can our minds comprehend society? He provides a lot of fascinating data from personal field experience,
and shares his views in a clear and straightforward manner.

Daria Lebedeva reviews an international workshop ‘The Varieties of Power in the Economy,” held at the
Higher School of Economics, Moscow, from July 3rd to 4th, 2020. The conference participants discussed the
variety and ambivalence of power relations and practices in the economy.

Text in English

Polina Zhidkova (Humboldt University, NRU HSE) publishes a paper ‘Types of Financial Disagreements
in Families: Qualitative Evidence from Russia.” Financial disagreements have previously been identified in
the literature as the main predictor of divorce in families. Using data collected from interviews with 35 mar-
ried or cohabiting Russian couples, the author identifies five types of financial disagreements: price conflicts,
conflicts about necessity, conflicts of goals, conflicts due to a lack of planning, and conflicts of values. The
obtained results highlight the importance of using a relational sociology approach.
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
