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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

By the end of this year, we will be facing the next wave of the COVID-19 pandemic, but we do anticipate a
better future. The barriers are still in place, and many students have returned to online education once again.
However, this does not affect the publication of a new issue of our journal.

Texts in Russian

Dr. Andrei Vernikov (senior research fellow, Institute of Economics, RAS) and Dr. Anna Kurysheva (senior
researcher, Southern Federal University) present their paper “Precedence and Conspicuousness in Car Con-
sumption.” The aim of the study is to review the institutions of consumer behavior and borrowing behavior,
which have taken root due to consumer lending, in the case of auto loans in the Rostov region of Russia. The
authors rely on material and statistical data for 2002-2020 from a variety of sources, including the Central
Bank of Russia, Rosstat, credit bureaus, traffic police, etc. The empirical results show a habitualization of the
precedence of consumption (a term used by Baudrillard), including debt-driven ostentatious consumption.
The authors conclude that the concepts of precedence of consumption and ostentatious consumption remain
valuable instruments in enabling us to interpret a number of empirical effects of financialization at the house-
hold level.

We publish a translation of a chapter from Prof. Jonathan Crary’s (Columbia University, New York) book
24/7: Late Capitalism and the Ends of Sleep. The book explores some of the ruinous consequences of the
expanding non-stop processes of twenty-first-century capitalism. The marketplace now operates around the
clock, pushing us into constant activity and eroding forms of community and political expression, damaging
the fabric of everyday life. The journal will publish the first chapter, which engages in a discussion of the rea-
sons for sleep erosion and its connection to the dynamics of modern capitalism. The chapter was translated by
Andrey Vasiliev and published with kind permission from the HSE University Publishing House.

Nataliya Volkova (Ph.D. student in sociology, RANEPA) presents a paper “Land Use Regulations: Legal Fluid
Technology.” According to the hypothesis of this study, urban law does not act as a normative or political tool
but as an “unstable technique” (a term used by de Laet and Mol) that unites a range of normative styles. In
exemplifying the unstable technique of law, the article considers a local document of Russian urban regula-
tion—Rules of Land Use and Development (PZZ). The research material was collected in the spring of 2021
in two Russian regional cities named in the text: Frontier City and Factory City.

Egor Makarov and Dr. Dmitry Tikhomirov (both from the Department of Political Science and Sociology,
Plekhanov Russian University of Economics) present an analytical review in “The Problem of Defining the
Essence of Money in Contemporary Economic Sociology: Between State and Trust.” The article considers the
problem of defining the essence of money and presents two approaches to defining this essence instantiated
through Ingham and Dodd. Considerable attention is paid to classic works in the field by Simmel and Keynes.
The main assertion of the article is that the metaphor of money as an idea corresponds to the proposition
that the basic function of money is the measure of value (money of account) or store of value. This assertion
contradicts the neoclassical model, which suggests that the commodity metaphor of money and its unit of
exchange function are crucial.
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Anastasia Grishanina (Getbrand), Alexandra Narskaya, and Polina Smirnova (all from Yandex) present their
study “High-Quality Donor: Criteria for the Selection of Gamete Donors in the Russian Field of Assisted
Reproductive Technologies.” The study addresses the following question: can we talk about the attempt by
parents to influence the “quality” of their child in the field of assisted reproductive technologies (ARTs)
through the mechanism of choosing gamete donors? The aim of this work is to explore how the possibilities
of controlling the “quality” of a child are distributed between doctors and infertile couples as well as the hid-
den social grounds behind the criteria for selecting a donor. The focus of the study is on the representatives of
reproductive centers and sperm and egg banks in Moscow, with whom fifteen semi-structured interviews were
conducted. The study concluded that potential parents are included in the ART field as actors whose actions
are subordinate to those of medical centers.

Liudmila Bogomazova (Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology, HSE University) reviews a book writ-
ten by French-born American sociologist Angele Christin Metrics at Work: Journalism and the Contested
Meaning of Algorithms (Princeton: Princeton University Press, 2020). The book is devoted to the specificities
of the functioning of publications during the traffic-chase era. The main goal is to show how the implementa-
tion of algorithms affects the professional identity and working practices of journalists. The book is based on a
comparative study of two web publications in the United States and France during the period 2011-2015. The
author uses a mixed methodology whose core is comprised of observation and semi-structured interviews with
the staff of media organizations. Referring to the broad empirical material, Christin wonders whether metrics
can really eradicate distinctions between national mass media in different countries.

Texts in English

Dr. Hajnalka Fényes, Dr. Marta Mohdacsi, and Professor Gabriella Pusztai (all from the Faculty of Humani-
ties, University of Debrecen, Hungary) present their study on “The Types and Predictors of Career Conscious-
ness among Higher Education Students.” The authors examine the career consciousness of higher education
students and explore the factors affecting it. To do this, they conducted empirical surveys in five Central and
Eastern European countries (N = 2,199). A principal component analysis resulted in two types of career con-
sciousness. The first included career-conscious motives at the point of entry into higher education, and the
second comprised career-oriented performance and actions during the course of study. The results of a cluster
and regression analysis support the existence of two distinct student groups based on the two types. Further-
more, students’ socio-demographic background and the training field also variously influenced the strength of
the two types of career consciousness.
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
