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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

In memory of Professor Nigel Dodd

It is with great sadness that we share the news that Professor Nigel Dodd passed away in August 2022. Nigel
Dodd was a Professor of Sociology at the LSE. He obtained his Ph.D. from the University of Cambridge in
1991 with Anthony Giddens as Supervisor, and lectured at the University of Liverpool before joining the
LSE in 1995. Nigel’s main interests were in the sociology of money, economic sociology, and classical and
contemporary social thought. He was the author of The Sociology of Money and Social Theory and Modernity
(both published by Polity Press). His most recent book, The Social Life of Money, was published by Princeton
University Press in 2014. Nigel Dodd was also co-editor (with Patrik Aspers) of Re-Imagining Economic
Sociology, published by Oxford University Press in 2015. Professor Dodd was editor-in-chief of the British
Journal of Sociology from 2014 until 2022. He made major contributions to the sociology of money. He was
a wonderful and pleasant person we have known for many years.

Dear colleagues,

Journal of Economic Sociology in collaboration with Sociological Review has conducted a second contest of
research papers for the Max Weber Award. Polina Alekseyeva (Kalinovskaya) received the award this year for
the paper ‘Choice in the Marriage Market or the God’s Will’. Our sincere congratulations to the winner.

The following is the outline of the present issue of our journal.

Dr. Anastasia Shvetsova, Dr. Irina Simonova, Dr. Alena Obolenskaya, and Dr. Marina Krivoshchekova (Ural
State Pedagogical University, Yekaterinburg) present their study ‘Online Practices of the Economic Behavior
of Russian Women during Maternity Leave’. The paper examines the increasing importance of visual content
in the daily life of Russian women with children under the age of 3 and suggests methods for studying visual
social networks, both graphic and intertextual content. Based on the theory of social construction of gender,
the authors introduce the concept of “non-maternal practices of young mothers”, defining it as a set of actions
of women during maternity leave that arises from the disappearance of the usual rhythm of life. Data were
collected from 720 social media accounts.

We present a Russian translation of a fragment from the book by Sharon Zukin (Professor of Sociology at
Brooklyn College and the City University of New York Graduate Center) ‘The Innovation Complex. Cities,
Tech, and the New Economy. New York: Oxford University Press, 2020’. Focusing on New York City, Sharon
Zukin shows a development of a new innovative economy. Each chapter is a study of the production of a par-
ticular space with its own embodied cultural forms and economic norms. In these processes, the whole innova-
tion complex, including buildings, districts, and the city acquires scale, form, and sense. To show the scale of
the innovation complex and how it works at different levels, the chapters in the book progress from describing
smaller spaces to larger ones. The Journal of Economic Sociology publishes the seventh chapter devoted to
how educative channels aim to develop the principles of technical and financial meritocracy. Translated from
English and published with the kind permission of the Gaidar Institute Publishing House.

Dr. Andrei Semenov and Alena Gileva (Sociological Institute of the Russian Academy of Sciences, Saint-
Petersburg) submitted a paper ‘Russian Instruments of Urban Planning from the Sociological Institutionalism
Perspective’. This paper examines the role of urban development instruments in structuring the interactions
among the key urban political actors: citizens, developers, public authorities, and experts. Data were collected
from 39 interviews with relevant stakeholders in four large Russian cities. The authors showed that compli-
ance with the formal rules of the planning process is based on their legally binding nature rather than on their
embeddedness in normative-value orders.
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Nina A. Lyubinarskaya (St. Tikhon’s Orthodox University) reviews a book: Illouz E. Why Love Hurts? Socio-
logical Explanation. Moscow; Berlin: Direct Media Publishing House, 2020 (in Russian). The book explores
ideas and contemporary trends related to the sensual sphere of the individual and romantic relationships. The
institutions of modernism have changed the idea of a person about what love should be and what romantic
relationships can be. New forms of life have given rise to a “new ecology of choice” where choices are made
based on culture and the sexualized discourse rather than personal preferences.

Dr. Denis Litvintsev (Novosibirsk State University of Architecture and Civil Engineering) participates in the
present issue with the paper ‘Complaints are not Gifts. Dysfunctionality of the Institution of Complaints in the
Field of Housing and Communal Services in Russia’. This article reflects on the correspondence with Prof.
Olga Bessonova, a representative of the Novosibirsk economic and sociological school and the author of a
series of articles on the benefits of complaints as a signaling institution of a non-market type. The discussion
is based on the controversy regarding the effectiveness and functionality of complaints in the field of housing
and communal services in Russia. The dysfunctionality of complaints is demonstrated in various cases of in-
stitutional abuse, with one of the results being the mimicry of the institution. The disussion will be continued
in the next November issue where the comments of Prof. Olga Bessonova will be published.

Dr. Polina Zhidkova (Independent research fellow; International Product Operations Strategist, HelloFresh
Se, Berlin) presents a paper ‘Determinants of Reasons for Financial Disagreements in Married or Cohabiting
Couples in Russia: Relational Sociology Approach’. Using a relational sociology framework, the study ex-
plores five types of financial disagreements between spouses or cohabiting persons in the context of Russian
families. Data were collected from the Survey of Consumer Finance containing dyadic data for 3,503 Russian
couples in 2018. Partners’ different attitudes towards money, women’s share of family income; traditionalist
attitudes, and conflict over income were used as major explanatory variables.

Ahmet Mert presents an analytical review ‘The Ontological Disunity of Money in Sociological Theory’. Con-
sidering the theories of Marx, Simmel, Moss, and Zelizer, the author argues that money is examined in so-
ciological theory at three ontological levels, namely: (1) Determinate being of money, which is immediately
experienced and singularly represented, (2) the representation of money, on which the perception of money
stuff as money is grounded and (3) the objectivity of money, which stands behind money as such. It is shown
that in all these theories the consistent account of money seems to be possible only due to the negation of the
other ontological planes of money and that creates ontological disunity within all these theories.
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
