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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
As we begin the new year of 2023, we hope that this year will be less demanding for us than the past.
Let me introduce briefly the new issue of our journal.

Professor Marina Shabanova (HSE University) presents a new paper titled ‘Ethical Consumption as a Sphere
of Russian Civil Society: Factors and the Development Potential of Market Practices.’ The paper examines the
topic of “voting for a better world with your wallet,” which is a highly debated form of ethical consumption.
The paper uses representative survey data from 2014, 2017, and 2020 to analyze the dynamics and charac-
teristics of the consumer types who hold varying positions on ethical purchasing (“actual”, “potential”, and
“indifferent”). It has been found that the concern for the common good manifests the strongest relationship
with the likelihood of actually making ethical purchases, although the relationship with personal benefit is also
significant.

We also feature a Russian translation of the first chapter of Henri Lefebvre’s book The Right to the City, titled
‘Industrialization and Urbanization.’ It traces the reasons for the crisis of the city—competitive capitalism and
industrialization—in their theoretical and practical dimensions. The author distinguishes three periods of the
destruction of the city, and discusses the trends that lead to the renewal of the city in the managed society of
consumption. Translated into Russian by Dmitry Savosin. Published with kind permission from the Strelka
Press.

Dr. Valeriy Saraikin (Institute for Agrarian Studies, HSE University), Dr. Yulia Nikulina (Institute of Agri-
cultural Economics and Rural Development, St. Petersburg), and Dr. Renata Yanbykh (Institute for Agrarian
Studies, HSE University) present their study ‘Subjective Well-being of Rural Dwellers in Russia: Factors and
Their Significance.” Using data from The Russia Longitudinal Monitoring Survey of the HSE University for
2012-2019, the authors sought to identify the priorities of rural development from the perspective of rural
dwellers, specifically by examining their own perceptions of well-being and the factors that influence it. One
surprising result was the nonlinear impact of economic condition on life satisfaction in rural areas, and a de-
crease in income returns.

Daria Dubinina (Analyst, “Centre for Social Design «Platform»” LLC), Ellina Manukyan (Head of Mar-
keting Department, “Amore” LLC), Anastasia Marchenko (Research Assistant, Department of Sociological
Research Methods, HSE University), and Ekaterina Pilipenko (Research Assistant, Laboratory for Studies in
Economic Sociology, HSE University) submitted a paper ‘The Valuation of Online APE Courses: The Case of
Online Consumer Reviews on the Educational Platform.’ The paper aims to determine the value of online APE
courses for students. The research strategy used a mixed methods approach, including content analysis of on-
line consumer reviews (N=300) on the Skillbox website and semi-structured interviews with learners (N=16).
As a result, three groups of consumers were identified: promiscuous learners; selective learners focused on
additional services (peripheral area) provided by the platform; and selective learners focused on the functional
utility (core area) of the educational product.

Dr. Irina Trotsuk (Department of Sociology, RUDN University) presents a review of the book Good Econom-
ics for Hard Times: Better Answers to Our Biggest Problems by A. Banerjee and E. Duflo (Moscow: Gaidar
Institute Press; St. Petersburg: Faculty of Liberal Arts and Sciences of St. Petersburg University, 2021; in
Russian). The book addresses the status of economics and economy under the joint regulation by the state and
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the market mechanisms, types of social polarization, myths and facts about migration, the opportunities and
limitations of free trade, social-psychological mechanisms of economic processes, uncertainty of economic
growth, and ways to mitigate poverty. The review summarizes the book’s key themes for sociological readers
in the current Russian context.

HSE University is pleased to announce a call for proposals to take part in the 24th International Academic
Conference on Economic and Social Development (hereinafter the “24th Yasin Conference” or the “Confer-
ence”’). The Conference will be hosted by the HSE University in collaboration with various Russian corpora-
tions, research institutions and consulting companies. The key events of the 24th Yasin Conference will take
place in Moscow from April 4 to 14, 2023.

Dr. Pyotr Kondrashov (Leading Researcher, Institute of Philosophy and Law, Ural Branch of the Russian
Academy of Sciences, Yekaterinburg) has provided a commentary on the review by N. Lyubinarskaya (2022)
on the book Why Love Hurts? by E. Illouz (2020). He aims to reconstruct in the general logic of her concept
of the constitutive relationship between capitalism and emotions in the most general way. Special attention is
paid to the analysis of the destruction of traditional identification systems and the transformation of emotions
into a commodity, known as ‘emodity’, and the formation of emotional capitalism in which “positive psychol-
ogy” establishes a kind of market dictatorship of happiness (‘happycracy’).

Dr. Yulia Seliverstova (Associate Professor, School of International Regional Studies, HSE University) pres-
ents a paper titled ‘Paid Educational Activities for Preschoolers in Russian Cities with Over a Million People:
The Interrelation between Income Level and Parental Investment.” The study investigates the effect of income
level on parental investment in early childhood education (ECE) by revealing the interrelation between fam-
ily income and the educational strategies chosen by parents. The study surveyed 260 families with children
between the ages of 3 to 7 who live in fifteen Russian cities with populations over one million people. The
findings indicate that the families with the lowest income invest significantly fewer financial resources in
ECE than the families with low and middle incomes. However, it was not confirmed that children from poor
families were less likely to attend centre-based classes. Financial constraints may lead lower-income parents
to seek other options to provide competitive education for their children.
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
