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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

We would like to inform you about a remarkable event for the Russian sociological community. A Russian
translation of Max Weber’s Economy and Society was recently published. This volume is the first of the four
volumes of this fundamental study in which Weber presents a system of the main sociological categories. This
is the first complete Russian translation of this celebrated study. In the first volume, Weber defines the main
sociological categories, formulates principles of economic sociology, describes the types of domination, and
develops a concept of social structure and social stratification. The translation was edited by Leonid Ionin.
The book was published by the HSE Publishing House. In the section “New Translations,” we publish the first
paragraph of the first chapter of Max Weber’s fundamental study, Economy and Society.

We also publish the Russian translation of the introduction to the second edition of A. W. Johnson and T. Ear-
le’s The Evolution of Human Societies: From Foraging Group to Agrarian State (Stanford: Stanford Univer-
sity Press, 2000). The authors examine the origin, mechanisms, and patterns of social evolution interpreted in
the frame of a single theoretical concept. Using rich empirical evidence collected from 19 cases in different
regions and historical periods, the authors explore pre-historical cultural trends and the divergence of contem-
porary societies. The book was translated by I. Kuznetsova and E. Veremeyeva. It was edited by O. Maslova-
Walter and M. Mayatsky, and published with the kind permission of the Gaidar Institute Publishing House.

In the section “Beyond the Borders,” we recommend the paper by Dr. Yulia Krasheninnikova (Associate Pro-
fessor, Department of Management, Higher School of Economics) and Olga Makarova (Graduate of Faculty
of Economics, Higher School of Economics, Perm), “Direct Selling Organizations as Informal Healthcare
Providers in Russia.” The authors analyze how and why direct selling organizations (DSOs), or network com-
panies, can be counted among informal healthcare providers. The paper is based on the results of a qualitative
field study conducted in 2013 in the Perm region and includes results from 18 semi-structured interviews
and 10 informal talks with salespeople and observations of their workplaces, as well as interviews with doc-
tors and local residents. The paper explicates how direct sales are combined with diagnosis, medical advice,
complementary and alternative medicine services, as well as education and the promotion of healthy lifestyles.
This medical mimicry as a side effect of marketing efforts to stimulate sales enables the DSOs to penetrate the
private sphere of members’ lives, including healthcare.

Ekaterina Bugrezova (Department of Sociology, Higher School of Economics) presents a debut study, “The
Social Media Contribution to Healthcare Practices.” The author focuses on the gradual transformation of the
relationship between doctors and patients when young people actively use the Internet for medical purposes
and strengthen their own healthcare responsibility. The research tries to reveal the impact of social media on
different healthcare practices among the younger Russian generation.

Natalya Kolesnik (PhD in Sociology, Senior Researcher in the Department of Sociology of Government and
Civil Society, Sociological Institute RAS) presents a review of Svetlana Barsukova’s Essays on Informal
Economy, or Sixteen Shades of Gray (Moscow: HSE Publishing House, 2015). The book not only contains
previously written reviews but also tries to place the informal economy within the analytical frames offered
by different books written by various authors.

Tamara Kusimova (NRU HSE) shares her views on the VII Annual Conference on Methods in Social Sciences

“Sociological Research Methods (A Tribute to Alexander Kryshtanovsky)” (September 23-24, 2016, Mos-
cow). A special section of the conference was devoted to the problems of methodology in qualitative research.
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Several main aspects were highlighted during the course of discussion, including the validity of qualitative
research results, problems of gaining access to gatekeepers and hard-to-find informants, and ethical and moral
dilemmas in field research.

Texts in English

Patrik Aspers, professor of sociology at Uppsala University (Uppsala Universitet, Sweden) gave an interview
to the JES. Aspers presents his own experience of becoming a sociologist and explores the structural and
cultural differences between the American, British, and European academic contexts. Influenced by Harrison
White’s theory, Aspers argues that markets take different forms, and each market requires its own construc-
tion of theoretical concepts that can account for the variety of empirical realities. Developing an empirical
phenomenology method, he describes it as a step-by-step procedure aimed at conducting qualitative research.
The interview was recorded by Maya Shmidt (NRU HSE).

Emilia Chengelova (Doctor of Sciences in Sociology, Institute for the Study of Societies and Knowledge,
Bulgarian Academy of Sciences) submitted the paper “Holistic Approach to Studying Shadow Economy.
The Case of Bulgaria.” The paper summarizes the main theoretical concepts discussed by Bulgarian sociolo-
gists to examine and measure the shadow economy. Four methodological approaches to studying the shadow
economy are distinguished, and a holistic sociological approach is suggested. The paper is based on research
experience accumulated by Bulgarian sociologists in 2010-2015 while collecting empirical data and explor-
ing the factors that facilitate shadow economic activities.

A Massive Open Online Course “Economic Sociology” (in Russian) presented on the Russian National Plat-
form of Open Education and the global platform Coursera with Vadim Radaev as the lecturer for a new
educational form of blended learning is available during the current academic year. The students listen to the
lectures online and then attend regular classroom seminars. At the end of the course, the students takes tests
online and then the regular written exam in the classroom.
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
