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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

A new project, the Russian Science Citation Index of the Web of Science, was launched on December 18,
2015. It contains a list of Russian journals that will be available to 20 million Web of Science users. We are
pleased to inform you that the Journal of Economic Sociology has been accepted to this list.

Within the last month the Journal of Economic Sociology was also accepted into a renewed official list of
journals of the Higher Attestation Commission of the Russian Federation which should be also perceived as
an important sign of public recognition.

Let us introduce the new issue of the journal.

Thomas Piketty, Professor of Economics at the School for Advanced Studies in the Social Sciences (Ecole des
hautes étudesen sciences sociales, EHESS) and at the Paris School of Economics, was interviewed by Olessia
Kirtchik. The interview was conducted during Prof. Piketty’s visit to Moscow in November 2015, when he
gave a lecture at the Higher School of Economics and introduced the Russian translation of his book Capital
in the Twenty-First Century (Moscow: Ad Marginem Press, 2015). The event was arranged by the Laboratory
for Studies in Economic Sociology (HSE) and the Franco-Russian Research Center in Moscow with support
from the French Embassy and French University College in Moscow. In the interview, Prof. Piketty expressed
his skepticism about economists’ tendency for using formal models, talked about main ideas of his book and
its restrictions, including the lack of attention to the issues of economic growth. In his opinion, to explain eco-
nomic growth, one should take into account historical perspective and analyze government’s policies regard-
ing education and health care systems.

In the section “New Translations” we present the paper “Stray Thoughts on How It Might Go” by Robert M.
Solow (Emeritus Professor of Economics, Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT); Nobel Laureate in
Economics (1987)). This paper was part of the book In 100 Years: Leading Economists Predict the Future.
(Palacios-Huerta (ed.). Cambridge, MA; London: The MIT Press, 2014, pp. 137-144). The author sounds
modestly pessimistic, expecting the coming decades to be far more troubling and difficult than the twentieth
century. The main sources of uncertainty and future changes are the evolution of decisions about work and
leisure, relative growth of developed countries and emerging economies, the impact of climate change on
economic growth, changes in how income is divided between labor and capital, and the overall political envi-
ronment. The paper is translated by Anna Sholomitskaya. It is published with a kind permission of the Gaidar
Institute Publishing House.

In the section “Beyond Borders” we suggest a paper by Irina Monakhova (Department of Sociology, Faculty
of Social Sciences, National Research University Higher School of Economics), “Factors of Satisfaction with
Work-Life Balance: A Case of Freelancers”. The study is based on the demands-resources approach, which
divides all factors of the satisfaction with work-life balance into demands reducing satisfaction and resources
increasing it. A sequential strategy of biphasic mixed methods design is used with a preliminary qualitative
input followed by quantitative research. The list of factors for satisfaction with work—life balance that contains
her theoretical and empirical descriptions is presented as the final result of the study.

Anastasiya Dushina, Yuliya Kersha, Tatyana Larkina, and Darya Provorova (students of the Department of

Sociology, Faculty of Social Sciences, National Research University Higher School of Economics) present
a paper “Legitimation of Commercial Surrogacy in Russia,” which is based on the analysis of 14 interviews
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with staff members of Moscow reproduction clinics and agencies providing the legal support services for sur-
rogate motherhood. The authors show that the staff members’ recognition of genetic ties as a dominant factor
allows the legitimating of commercial surrogacy through decommodification of the child who is thus no lon-
ger considered an object of market transactions.

Mariya Goleva (Research fellow at Theology Department, St. Tikhon's Orthodox University, Moscow) and
Ivan Pavlyutkin (Senior research fellow at the LSES, NRU HSE, Moscow) provide an overview of approaches
to interrelations between social networks and fertility. The paper examines the impact of divergent factors as-
sociated with strong and weak social ties on fertility rates.

Thomas Piketty’s book, Kapital v XXI veke (Moscow: Ad Marginem Press, 2015 (in Russian); tr. from: Piket-
ty T. (2014) Capital in the Tventy-First Century, Cambridge: Harvard University Press), is reviewed by Dan-
iel Shestakov (Monetary Policy Department, Bank of Russia). Piketty charts the evolution of income and
capital inequality in the developed nations through the last two centuries. He discovers that, in spite of the
previous literature, inequality evolves in a U-shaped pattern with the bottom of U being the three postwar
decades. Piketty suggests that capitalism is hardwired to increase inequality because of what he calls the three
fundamental laws of capitalism.

David Graeber’s book, Dolg: pervye 5000 let istorii (Moscow: Ad Marginem Press, 2015 (in Russian); tr.
from: Graeber D. (2011) Debt: First 5000 Years, Brooklyn, New York: Melville House) is reviewed by Greg
Yudin (Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology, National Research University Higher School of Eco-
nomics). David Graeber’s Debt undertakes a careful analysis of the nature of debt and suggests a new vision
of'a number of economic and political phenomena — money, exchange, market, state. The research is particu-
larly interesting for shedding light on the moral foundations of economic behavior.

Texts in English

Vadim Radaev (Professor, Department of Sociology; Head, Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology,
HSE) presents a paper “Relational Exchange and the Degree of Embeddedness: An Empirical Study of Supply
Chains”. This paper focuses upon the relational aspect of embeddedness and examines direct interfirm ex-
change in supply chains. Transactional and relational forms of exchange are delineated. The author constructs
an original typology of the constitutive elements attached to the phases of the interfirm contract cycle. He then
builds an index of relational exchange measuring the degree of embeddedness in supply chain relationships.
Data was collected from 512 managers of retail chains and their suppliers working in the Russian grocery and
consumer electronics sectors in 2010. The paper reveals the factors that facilitate relational exchange, includ-
ing the firms’ location in the supply chain, the type of product, and the intensity of the interactions between
exchange partners.
