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Viadimir Alexandrovich Yadov
25 April 1929 — 2 July 2015

Vladimir Alexandrovich Yadov passed away earlier this summer. Many considered him the first Russian so-
ciologist. He organized the first sociological laboratory in Leningrad with Zdravomyislov at the end of the
1950s. In the early 1960s, he was in London and Manchester for education (no mean feat at that time!).
Whether he was exactly the first sociologist chronologically or not, much more important in this case is the
influence he had on his colleagues and on younger generations of sociologists.

Theodor Shanin, in the book “A Generation of Teachers” (Moscow: HSE, 2008), remembered Yadov in Eng-
land in the 1960s. His British colleagues were impressed by a certain internal freedom which differentiated
Yadov from others who traveled from the USSR. It is not clear where this sense of freedom came from, long
before the external conditions permitted it, but it was always manifest in Yadov’s rich creative life.

This summer, I again read the interview of his which appeared in the book “A Generation of Teachers.” He
said that during those Leningrad years, when it all started, he was a faithful Marxist, but in contrast with the
majority, he wanted to examine to what extent the theory of the transition to communism existed in actual fact.
This distinguished him from most others and helped explain some of his motivation.

Yadov was a highly motivated person, who also knew how to listen to others. Take another in a long series
of countless conferences, where half the participants were already asleep, Yadov would be listening. And not
only politely — he was interested, and this was clear from the questions he asked.

It was not important to him whether a professor or a student were speaking. Long after Yadov was acknow-
ledged a “maestro,” one of the father-founders of Russian sociology, his democratic nature and simplicity in
relating to others, professionally and personally, was impossible not to notice. This also arose from his sense
of internal freedom.

Yadov did more than listen; he had an internal passion. Often he could not stay silent, he would periodically
interrupt the speaker, excuse himself, and interrupt again. But it was always good-naturedly, respectfully to
the speaker, and never got personal.

He had a clear understanding of professional duty. For example, in these last years he always came to the
meetings of dissertation committees on sociology at NRU HSE, although they were not “his” committees and
although it became physically difficult. But nonetheless he came and participated.

Of course it is significant what Yadov accomplished as a scientist. He had his own distinct contributions,
which many already know. But the person, the image of a professional and a person, in this instance were more

important. For me, as for many, Yadov was exemplary, but inimitable. It is a shame that a younger generation
will not know him.

Upon meeting someone, Vladimir Alexandrovich would often say, somewhat unusually, “Honor!” It seems it
was short for “I have the honor!”

The word “honor” is now unalterably associated with him. And thus we will remember him.
