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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

This issue of the Journal of Economic Sociology addresses a broad range of topics which will be of interest for
economic sociologists and researchers in related fields. They include sociology of organizations and business
associations, price-making and consumer practices, urban studies and economic sociology of law.

In the English pages of this journal, Gyorgy Lengyel (Professor, Institute of Sociology and Social Policy, Cor-
vinus University of Budapest, Hungary) is interviewed by Maxim Markin (HSE). Prof. Lengyel describes the
changes in research streams of Hungarian economic sociology which have happened since 2002 when he gave
his first interview to the Journal of Economic Sociology (2002, vol. 3, no 2, pp. 11-16). While maintaining its
pragmatic inclinations, Hungarian sociology has become more internationalized due to scholars’ participation
in international research projects, the establishment of international peer-reviewed journals, and the open-
ing of English-based MA and PhD programs. Prof. Lengyel emphasizes that entrepreneurship, employment
policy, migration, and unemployment remain the most popular topics for sociological research in Hungary.

In the Russian pages of this issue is the Russian translation of the interview with Mark Mizruchi which was
published in English in the previous issue (2015, vol. 16, no 2, pp. 110-118). Mark Mizruchi, Barger Family
Professor of Organizational Studies, Department of Sociology, University of Michigan was interviewed by
Igor Chirikov. Prof. Mizruchi described how he got involved in organizational sociology and how organiza-
tional theory and sociology of organizations and their division into several institutionally separate subfields.
Prof. Mizruchi also shared the main ideas of his recent award-winning book (The Fracturing of the American
Corporate Elite) and details of the creative writing process. In addition, Prof. Mizruchi suggested the story of
how the Interdisciplinary Committee on Organizational Studies (ICOS) was established and how it influenced
research and teaching processes at the University of Michigan.

Our section on New Texts presents studies of Finnish perceptions of Russian tourists and employees’ per-
ception of the Russian postal system. First, Olga Gurova (Research Fellow of the Department of Sociology,
Faculty of Social Sciences, University of Helsinki) and Saara Ratilainen (Research Fellow of the Alexander
Institute, University of Tampere) in their paper “‘Eastern Tourist’: A Review of Images of Russian Consumers
in Finnish Media” explore how the images of Russian tourists have evolved in 1990-2013. Their research is
based upon a discourse analysis of articles published in a popular daily newspaper Helsingin Sanomat. They
describe how the image of a “shuttle trader”, which dominated the media in the early 1990s, was replaced by
the image of a middle-class consumer by the beginning of the 2000s. The paper provides a better understand-
ing of the perception of Russian tourists in Finnish society.

The paper by Elena Konobeeva (doctoral student of the LSES, HSE) “Sensemaking in State-Owned Enter-
prises: The Case of ‘Russian Post’” relies upon data collected from a participant observation at the Moscow
Central Office of the Russian Postal System (the largest Post office in the country) and fourteen in-depth in-
terviews with employees there from June 2013 to September 2014, which was a period of active restructuring
of the Russian postal system. It focuses on the sensemaking process (K. Weick) in conditions of uncertainty.
Core findings of this study include the disruption of organizational structure and the subsequent complexities
of its functional performance, and the coexistence of two competing organizational images between more ex-
perienced workers affected by organizational change and the newcomers with brand new ideas.

Kirill Rozhkov’s paper “A Marketing Approach to the Study of Megacity: Necessity, Principles and Prospects”
is published in the section “Beyond Borders”. Rozhkov (Professor of marketing, HSE) argues for the need for
a marketing approach to the investigation of mega-cities and defines its key principles. The author’s reasoning
is based on a comparison of the purposeful and spontaneous logics of city development. He argues that a mar-
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keting approach to urban studies provides some synergies between these two logics. The author’s approach
to the megacity marketing analysis is illustrated with the results of an empirical study of several Moscow
districts.

Lev Kalinichenko (graduate student of the School of Cultural studies, HSE) presents his research on “The Price
of Free Music”. The study addresses the phenomenon of Pay-What-You-Want (PWY W) payment systems in
relation to distribution of digital music online. The practices of (e)valuation of items and the price formation
are examined. Data was collected from a series of 18 in-depth semi-structured interviews with customers us-
ing a PWYW system. The processes of categorization and legitimation of payments are analyzed in detail.

Maxim Markin (Department of Sociology, HSE) provides a condensed review of theoretical assumptions
that could be drawn for the development of the economic sociology of law from the classical works of Emile
Durkheim, Max Weber, Talcott Parsons, and Michel Foucault. These issues are confronted with the parallel
development of theoretical perspective of law and economics initiated by the Chicago school (Richard Posner)
and the new institutional economic theory (Mitchell Polinsky).

This issue presents reviews of two books which share a common topic, that of business associations and their
role in economy and society. Both books speak to theories of organizations and argue against conventional
views of business associations in US history and present-day Eastern Europe and Eurasia.

The first review, of Solidarity in Strategy: Making Business Meaningful in American Trade Associations by
Lyn Spillman is presented by Alexey Spirin (LSES, HSE). The book considers a historical development and
evolution of American business associations and their role in the contemporary economic system as a special
organizational form of interactions among business actors. Inspired by the ideas of Max Weber and Emile Dur-
kheim, Lyn Spillman argues against a conventional statement that associations work mainly as a conspiracy of
manufacturers who narrowly target to act against the consumer.

The second review, of Building Business in Post-Communist Russia, Eastern Europe, and Eurasia: Collective
Goods, Selective Incentives, and Predatory States by Dinissa Duvanova is written by Anton Kazun (Institute
of Analysis of Enterprises and Markets, HSE). Duvanova uses quantitative data on 27 countries in Eastern Eu-
rope and Eurasia and qualitative data on Russia, Ukraine, Croatia and Kazakhstan to show that the experience
of post-communist countries does not correspond to the assumptions of the theory of interest groups as it was
developed by Mancur Olson or George Stigler.

Anastasia Kazun (LSES, HSE) reviews two related sessions of the XVI April International Academic Confer-
ence on Economic and Social Development held at the HSE, Moscow, April 7-10, 2015. The first session Law
Enforcement and Entrepreneurs focused upon economic rationality, which was shared by all parties involved
in the judicial process including the violators of the law and their victims, judges and defendants. In the sec-
ond session, Economic Analysis of the Regulatory Bodies, the main attention was focused on decision-making
practices and organizational (in)efficiency as demonstrated by the Federal Antimonopoly Service of Russia.

Marina Spirina (LSES, HSE) reflects upon the debate arranged at the session “Poverty and Shared Prosperity
in Russia” which was held at the same XVI April International Academic Conference on Economic and Social
Development. Presented reports were based on a joint research project carried out by the World Bank in co-
operation with the Higher School of Economics (Russia) and Tulane University (USA). Daria Popova (HSE),
Luis F. Lopez-Calva (The World Bank), Vladimir Gimpelson (HSE), Irina Denisova (The World Bank) and
Carolina Sanchez-Paramo (The World Bank) were involved as keynote speakers and lead moderators.
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
