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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

We find ourselves at the edge of a new leap year (the seventh leap year for our journal). Normally, people ex-
pect something unexpected from it. Let us hope that this year will not bring any new troubles to us.

Now we introduce a new journal issue.

Dr. Yana Roshchina and Dr. Yulia Belova (LSES, HSE University) release a new article ‘Who Stops Drinking
Alcohol in Russia?’. This paper, based on a longitudinal study, examines the factors of the transition to absti-
nence in Russia. The study draws on the database of the Russian Longitudinal Monitoring Survey, a series of
representative surveys conducted by the Higher School of Economics for 2006-2020. Several groups of fac-
tors were identified that influence the transition of Russians to abstinence in the year T + 1: older age, female
gender, belonging to “Muslim ethnic groups,” living in cities of regional subordination and rural areas, preg-
nancy and childbirth by women, a decrease in per capita income for women, loss of employment status, self-
assessment of health as deteriorating if the initial health assessment was as poor or very poor, self-assessment
of health as improving compared to the initial assessment of health as average, the presence of teetotalers in
the family.

Prof. A. Maksimenko (HSE University), Prof. O. Deyneka (St. Petersburg University), D. Yurinova (Kostroma
State University), Dr. E. Charushina (Kostroma State University), and K. Boyarkin (St. Petersburg University)
present their new paper “Correlations of Compulsive Shopping with Anxiety and Depression in Russia.” The
aim of the study was to search for correlations between the propensity to compulsive purchases with the se-
verity of depression and the level of anxiety. 524 individuals took part in an online survey using the services
anketolog.ru and yandex.toloka.ru. The study showed that the tendency to compulsive purchases was associ-
ated with the age and gender of the respondents, as well as with their level of income and degree of religiosity.

We publish a translation into Russian of a book chapter “Ethics of Artificial Intelligence Case Studies and Op-
tions for Addressing Ethical Challenges.” It is authored by Prof. Bernd Carsten Stahl (University of Notting-
ham, UK), Prof. Doris Schroeder (University of Central Lancashire, UK), and Rowena Rodrigues (Trilateral
Research, London). This open access collection of Al ethics case studies is the first book to present real-life
case studies combined with commentaries and strategies for overcoming ethical challenges. Given the om-
nipresence of Al ethics in academic, policy and media debates, the book will be suitable for a wide range of
audiences, from scholars of different disciplines (e. g. Al science, ethics, politics, philosophy, economics) to
policy-makers, lobbying NGOs, teachers and the educated public.

Aleksandra V. Getman and Kseniia A. Adamovich (both—International Laboratory for Evaluation of Practic-
es and Innovations in Education, HSE University) present their paper “Regional Differences in the Access of
Russian Students to Distant Learning.” The aim of this study is to analyze the regional differences in students'
access to distance learning, carried out in the paradigm of N. Hillman's Geography of Opportunities. Using the
quasi-experimental method of interrupted time series, the dynamics of differences in the coverage of students
with distance learning in 2016-2022 were estimated on the basis of regional statistical reporting forms.

Vera Potapova (student from Media Communication Studies, HSE University) presents a study inspired by
the book “Reassembling the Social: An Introduction to Actor-Network Theory” by Bruno Latour. In the first
part of the article, the author traces the genesis of the ideas of actor-network theory developed by the French
sociologist Bruno Latour as described in his book. The second part of the article provides an overview of
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contemporary works in the field of economic sociology that incorporate the theoretical insights of ANT. It in-
cludes the perspectives of Michel Callon, Donald MacKenzie, Fabian Muniesa and others within the emerging
domains of Social Studies of Finance and Sociology of Valuation.

Dr. Pavel Lisitsyn, Prof. Andrey Rezaev, and Dr. Alexander Stepanov (all—St. Petersburg University) provide
an analytical review “Balances in the Migration Theories.” The paper aims to explore how the principles of the
neoclassical approach, transformed into meta-theoretical foundations, have changed migration studies. The
current analysis includes the works of A. Lewis, D. Harris and M. Todaro, V. Zelinsky, M. Piore, O. Stark and
D. Bloom. The key questions of the analysis are: Is there a connection between the works of these authors and
their predecessors? What contribution have the analyzed studies made to the modern perception of migration?
What was the engine of migration studies of this period, often hailed as a breakthrough by most critics (and is
it truly a breakthrough)?

Stanislav Pashkov (LSES, HSE University) reviews a book: Abolafia M. Y. (2020). Stewards of the Market:
How the Federal Reserve Made Sense of the Financial Crisis. Harvard University Press. Mitchell Abolafia's
book offers an in-depth analysis of the famous Global Financial Crisis of 2007-2008. The book examines how
the critical decisions made by officials of the US Federal Reserve System affected the operation of markets,
the understanding of its participants of the full depth of the crisis, and the search for a way out of the current
problem. The book delves into the history of the meetings of the Federal Open Market Committee (FOMC)
and the US Federal Reserve, at which its permanent representatives tried to anticipate the conditions of the
impending financial crisis and find a favorable solution.

Ivan Naumov and Marina Alieva (both—European University at St. Petersburg) report on a research confer-
ence “Nature-Based Solutions: What Russia Can Offer to the World?” On 16 November 2023, more than
twenty leading Russian and foreign climate change experts from natural and social science shared their views
on the potential of using nature-based solutions (NBS) as a means of countering the negative effects of global
warming. The conference consisted of five thematic panels and ended with a general discussion that involved
young scientists and graduate students specialising on various components of the Earth system.
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
