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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,
Let us introduce of a new journal issue.
Papers in Russian

Professor Natalia Tikhonova (HSE University) shares the outcomes of her research on the “Specifics of the
Financial Behaviour of Russians under the Influence of External Shocks in Recent Years.” Her article exam-
ines the savings, credit, and debt behaviors of the mass strata of the Russian population, analyzing changes
between 2003 and 2023. It is shown that these behaviours serve as significant indicators of not only the mate-
rial well-being and future expectations of Russians but also their perceptions of current events. The research
reveals new trends in financial behavior that have emerged due to recent external shocks.

We present a Russian translation of a chapter from a book by Stephan Moebius (Full Professor of the Univer-
sity of Graz, Austria) Sociology in Germany. A History. This book explores the history of sociology in Ger-
many from the late 19th century to the present day. It reflects on the era of the German Empire, the processes
of institutionalization during the Weimar Republic, and the profound rupture caused by National Socialism;
however, the author primarily focuses on the period after 1945. The book examines various intellectual, insti-
tutional, and conflictual trends in German sociology within economic, political, social, and cultural contexts.
We are publishing a brief excerpt titled “Contemporary Trends and Discussions” from this book, with kind
permission from the Gaidar Institute Publishing House.

Vadim Ustyuzhanin, Egor Fain and Andrey Korotayev (all from the Center for Stability and Risk Analysis,
HSE University) present their paper titeled “Impact of Economic Inequality on the Probability of Revolution-
ary Events: The World Experience from 1995 to 2001.” The article tests several hypotheses regarding the
influence of wealth and income inequality, as well as disparities in human capital, on the risks associated with
armed and unarmed revolutions. Using the revolutionary destabilization database from the Center for Stability
and Risk Analysis (CSRA) at HSE University, alongside data compiled by Mark Beissinger, the study exam-
ines a broad range of countries from 1995 to 2021. The findings indicate that income inequality—particularly
wealth inequality—exhibits a curvilinear inverted U-shaped relationship with the likelihood of both unarmed
and armed revolutionary uprisings.

Ilya Vaskin (Institute for Oriental and Classical Studies, HSE University) presents his research titled “The
Guardian Council of Iran (1980-2022): Social and Professional Recruitment Factors.” This article analyzes the
socio-demographic composition of secular jurists and faqihs within the Iranian Guardian Council. The Guard-
ian Council serves as a hybrid institution, functioning as an upper chamber of parliament, a constitutional
court, and an electoral committee. The research employs a structural-demographical method for examining a
dataset that encompasses seven iterations of the Guardian Council from 1980 to 2022, comprising 51 members
and 123 appointments. The findings reveal significant structural differences between secular jurists and fuqgaha.

Georgii Stalinov (School of Politics and Governance, HSE University) presents a study on the “Practice of
Reproducing Solidarity Among Truckers, Couriers, and Taxi Drivers.” This research is grounded in A. Gid-
dens' theory of structuration and is informed by interviews conducted during 45 trips with truckers, alongside
a systematic review of scientific literature concerning the self-organization of couriers and taxi drivers. It is
shown how these groups reproduce labor solidarity through self-organization practices that occur both in face-
to-face interactions and within virtual spaces.
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Anna Banko (Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology (LSES), HSE University) rreviews Ashley Mears'
book, Very Important People: Status and Beauty in the Global Party Circuit (Russian translation: Moscow:
AST, 2022). Mears, a sociology professor at Boston University and former model, presents an ethnography
based on interviews and field observations conducted at over one hundred VIP parties across nightclubs in
New York, Miami, the Hamptons, St. Tropez, and Cannes between 2011 and 2013. The review highlights that
the world of VIP parties functions as an aesthetic labor market where economic logic is deeply embedded in
the social relations between participants. Banko speculates on how these dynamics might manifest within the
Russian context.

Papers in English

Dr. Anna Tikhomirova (postdoctoral researcher, Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology (LSES), HSE
University) prepared an analytical review “Consumption in the Crisis Context: Literature Review”. The study
provides an overview of the scholarly literature focused on consumption practices during these crises. The
mixed literature review approach, consisting of bibliometric analysis and systematic literature review, is ad-
opted. In total, 48 multidisciplinary empirical research articles published between 2007 and 2024 and com-
piled using the set selection criteria, underwent analysis.
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
