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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear Colleagues,

We would like to inform you that we are close to completing the transfer of the journal to the new techno-
logical platform of the Open Journal System. A standardized, convenient bilingual interface for the authors,
reviewers, and editors will be provided soon.

Now let us introduce the new issue of the journal.

Anna Temkina, PhD, professor of European University at St. Petersburg, presents a paper providing insight
into the shaping the position of educated urban women, which is twofold: As reflexive actors and consumers,
these women make informed choices and pay for childbirth services in maternity hospital, while as patients,
they trust their “own” reliable obstetrician. The research on paid childbirth care in maternity hospitals is based
on in-depth interviews with 35 mothers, as well as 14 obstetricians and midwives working in commercial
healthcare, and observation in two hospitals in St. Petersburg (2015). The mothers perceive childbirth as an
extremely risky process; thus, guaranties of safety are needed. They choose the paid service due to a lack of
trust to free-of-charge medicine and the abstract social role of professionals.

We publish a Russian translation of the first two chapters of a book by Wilfred Dolfsma (Director of the
Glendonbrook Institute for Enterprise Development, Loughborough University London) titled Government
Failure. Society, Markets and Rules (Cheltenham, UK; Northampton, MA, USA: Edward Elgar, 2013). This
book is devoted to government failures, which are explained in terms of government’s inability to fulfil its
key obligations related to formulating rules. In the first chapter, the author discusses the research problem.
The second chapter considers how market and society relate from three perspectives — society and market
as separate, market embedded in society, and society within the market. The book has been translated by Yury
Kapturevsky; the chapters are published with the kind permission of Gaidar Publishing House.

In the “Beyond the Borders” section, we publish a paper by Svetlana Tulaeva (Russian Presidential Academy
of National Economy and Public Administration, North-West Institute of Management, St. Petersburg) and
Maria Tysiachniouk (postdoctoral researcher at Wageningen University, the Netherlands; chair of the Envi-
ronmental Sociology Group at the Centre for Independent Social Research, St. Petersburg). This research
provides insight into various modes of benefit-sharing arrangements between oil and gas companies and indig-
enous people in the Russian Arctic and Subarctic regions. The following three main modes of benefit sharing
are identified: (1) paternalism, (2) corporate social responsibility, and (3) partnership. Qualitative research
was conducted in three regions of Russia (Nenets Autonomous Okrug — NAO, Khanty-Mansi Autonomous
Okrug, Sakhalin Island). Materials from several field expeditions including 130 semi-structured interviews
with representatives of oil companies, authorities, indigenous peoples, and the expert community are used.

Anastasia Kazun (National Research University Higher School of Economics — NRU HSE) provides a review
of theories on the specific features and roles of economic discussions in the media. The purpose of this review
1s to systematize the academic literature on economic news and describe the connections between information
in the media, public opinion, and the real-world situation. This paper is based on research articles indexed in
international citation bases. The selection of texts was carried out based on their citations and supplemented
by the most recent texts on the topic.

Tamara Kusimova (NRU HSE) provides a review of the book by Jenny Lantz titled The Trendmakers: Behind
the Scenes of the Global Fashion Industry (London, UK; New York: Bloomsbury Academic, 2016). The book
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is devoted to a sociological and economic inquiry into trend forecasting in fashion industry. Trend forecast-
ing is a special kind of business focused on predicting future trends in consumers’ taste. Referring to classi-
cal sociological theories of fashion, including Pierre Bourdieu’s theory of power and symbolic capital, Lantz
describes how global and local trend forecasting agencies gain legitimacy by working with consultants, buy-
ers, fashion designers, and social influencers. Lantz also provides insight into developing markets of BRICS
countries, including China, Brazil, India, and Russia.

We provide information on three sections of the XVIIIth April International Academic Conference on Eco-
nomic and Social Development, 11-14 April 2017, Moscow, Russia. These reviews are described below.

Gleb Novikov reviews the “Economic History” section, which was devoted to a variety of topics. These ranged
from economic nationalism in Europe to saving behavior of peasants, as well as from soviet industrialization
to German emigration from Russia.

Ilya Pavlov reviews the section on “Demography and Labor Markets. This was devoted to the problems of
registration and methods of analysis of population data, migrants in Russia and their integration into economy,
and the use of data mining for demographic investigations.

Stanislav Moiseev, Ilya Karpov, Karina Miftahutdinova, and Oksana Mikhailova review the section “Network
Analysis”, which attracted scholars from sociology, political science, management, mathematics, and linguis-
tics. Speakers discussed the development of the mathematical models used in network analysis, studies on
collaboration and communication networks, and other issues.

Texts in English

Matthew Hull (Associate Professor, Department of Anthropology, University of Michigan) was interviewed
by Elena Gudova (NRU HSE). In the interview, Hull discusses the material practices concerning document
production and circulation among government employees at the Capital Development Authority (CDA) of Is-
lamabad. In his view, the characteristics and (formal and informal) power of bureaucracy vary cross-culturally
and even across companies in the same country. Paperwork at government organizations provides a good
empirical example of specific “governmentality practices”,

Elena Gudova (NRU HSE) also presents a review on Matthew Hull's book titled Government of Paper: The
Materiality of Bureaucracy in Urban Pakistan (Berkeley: University of California Press, 2012). In this book,
Hull questions the way in which bureaucracies are enacted in practice through the analysis of material prod-
ucts of their lifecycle — documents, which are crucial for shaping the governance of a city and its inhabitants.
The author provides a new perspective on the analysis of bureaucracies.
