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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear colleagues,

We continue to discuss the legacy of Max Weber by publishing the second part of Rostislav Kapeliushnikov’s
essay. We also intend to publish substantive critical replies to this essay in the following issues. This new
practice is not confined to critical reflections on Weber’s work. We intend to introduce “Discussions” as a new
section, starting with the next journal issue. It implies that the Journal of Economic Sociology (JES) invites
substantive critical reflections on previously published manuscripts. Requirements will be similar to those for
conventional papers, although the length of the replies may be shorter. The authors of original papers will have
an opportunity to respond to their critics.

Now, let us introduce a new issue of our journal.
Texts in Russian

Rostislav Kapeliushnikov (Chief Researcher, Primakov National Research Institute of World Economy and
International Relations of the Russian Academy of Sciences; Deputy Director, Centre for Labor Market Stud-
ies, NRU HSE) presents the second part of the paper “Weber’s Hypnosis: Notes on ‘The Protestant Ethics and
the Spirit of Capitalism.’” The paper is the second part of a critical essay on discursive methods used by the
great German sociologist Max Weber in his classic study on the relationship between the economy and reli-
gion, “The Protestant Ethic and the Spirit of Capitalism.” The author examines in detail the status of “modern”
(rational) capitalism in Weber’s general taxonomy of various historical forms of economic organization. He
argues that Weber’s authentic thesis on the genesis of modern capitalism was fatally misinterpreted by almost
all of his critics. The first part was published in the previous issue and the second part is published here.

We publish the introduction and first chapter of a translation of Making Money: The Philosophy of Crisis
Capitalism (London; Brooklyn, NY: Verso, 2014) by Ole Bjerg (Associate Professor, Department of Manage-
ment, Politics, and Philosophy, Copenhagen Business School). In his book, Ole Bjerg presents a philosophy
of money in modern capitalism with help of the ideas of Slavoy Zizek, Martin Heidegger, and Jacques Marie
Emile Lacan. The author considers the existing theories of money, deliberates current economic theories, and
reconstructs a process of how banks make money in order to demonstrate the main principles of the function-
ing of the financial system in contemporary society. He highlights that the question of the nature of money
and the question of the nature of making money are both political. These excerpts are translated by Konstantin
Storoboda and published with the kind permission of Ad Marginem Press.

Katerina Guba (PhD in Sociology; Director, Center for Institutional Analysis of Science and Education, Eu-
ropean University at St. Petersburg) presents “Resource Dependence Theory Applied to the Population of
Academic Journals.” Academic journals are divided into journals existing at the expense of the authors who
need publications primarily for academic promotion and journals for which communication is essential, and
so they depend on the number of subscriptions. The author found two types of career journals. The first type is
that of corporate journals with explicit links to specific organizations. The lion's share of universities creates
these journals to provide their staff with a guaranteed place for publication. The second type of career journals
is pay-to-publish ones, which are open to almost anyone who will pay to publish their articles.

Ekaterina Ivanova (European University in Saint-Petersburg) gives a paper on the financial relationships

between spouses after divorce. The paper reflects upon the ways non-residential fathers in Russia pay child
support. The analysis is based on 18 interviews with non-residential fathers living in Saint Petersburg and
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Moscow. The research shows that fathers practice a few distinctive modes of child support payment: alimonies
(enforced by the court), informal monthly payments, gifts, and ad hoc payments. V. Zelizer’s theory of mul-
tiple monies has been used to decipher multiple social nuances imparted through the father’s method of pay-
ment: the performance of masculinity, the fulfilment of social norms, and attitudes towards care. J. Tronto’s
concept of “an ethic of care” has been also applied in the research.

Dr. Yana Roshchina (Associate Professor, Department of Economic Sociology; Senior Research Fellow, Lab-
oratory for Studies in Economic Sociology, HSE) and Mikhail Bogdanov (graduate student, NRU HSE) pres-
ent an analytical review: “What Influences Alcohol and Tobacco Consumption: Review of Economic and
Sociological Concepts and Empirical Results.” This review shows similar patterns of demand for alcohol and
tobacco as addictive goods and social and economic determinants. The factors of demand for these goods are
divided into economic, individual, socio-cultural, and external environmental factors (as well as biological
factors that are not considered in this paper). The Russian data primarily confirms the theoretical assump-
tions and empirical results obtained for other countries. The peculiarity of Russian consumers is reflected in a
weaker effect of price on the demand for these goods.

Texts in English

Elena Gudova (HSE) presents an interview with Ole Bjerg. The interview was conducted in May 2018, during
his visit to the HSE in Moscow. Prof. Bjerg presented a Russian translation of his book Making Money: The
Philosophy of Crisis Capitalism (2014).

Ole Bjerg focused on the issue of introducing e-krona into the Swedish monetary system and making money
“full-fat” again. The initiative should give the power of money emission back to the Central Bank and create
more transparency and control over the process. Bjerg examines debt as a systemic problem, which is both a
reason and an outcome of money making. According to Bjerg, debt is not only a powerful disciplinary instru-
ment but an obstacle for social change and development as well, because indebted individuals become more
risk-averse with their life decisions.

Grazyna Musiat (Head, Independent School of Theory and Methodology of Economics, University of Eco-
nomics in Katowice) reviews Jacek Tittenbrun’s new book, Neither Capital nor Class: A Critical Analysis of
Pierre Bourdieu's Theoretical Framework (Wilmington, Delaware: Vernon Press, 2017). The book is written
with the conventions of critical realism methodology. Tittenbrun sets a goal in this book to describe and ex-
plain the phenomena of capital and social classes. Apart from Pierre Bourdieu, the author examines the ideas
of Gary Stanley Becker, Kenneth Joseph Arrow, Robert Merton Solow, and others.

Finally, Maria Aleksandrova (Research Assistant, Centre for Medieval Studies, School of History, Faculty of
Humanities, National University Higher School of Economics) provides a review of the conference “Debt:
5000 Years and Counting as It Was” that took place at the University of Birmingham, England, from June 8-9,
2018. The conference discussion was based on the recent influential book Debt: The First Five Thousand
Years by David Graeber. The review contains references to several papers discussed at the conference to give
an idea of the approaches used in many of the presented papers.
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
