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VR INTRODUCTORY REMARKS

Dear Colleagues:

Starting with this issue of our Journal, we introduce a new rubric, “Debates,” inviting replies to the previously
published papers. This novelty is particularly important given the lack of substantive discussion in Russian
academic journals. You will soon realize that some of these replies should be perceived as full-scale research
papers. We also intend to give the authors of the original papers an opportunity to respond to their critics.

Now let us introduce a new issue of the Journal.

Dr. Vera Peshkova (Senior Research Fellow, Center for Regional Sociology and Conflictology of the Federal
Research Sociological Center of the Russian Academy of Sciences) presents a paper, “Entrepreneurial Activ-
ity of Foreign Labor Migrants in Russia: On the Example of Kyrgyz Migrants in Moscow and the Moscow
Region).” The study is focused on the entrepreneurial strategies of Kyrgyz migrants, which are formed as a
result of interaction of the structure of the host Russian society and some group characteristics of migrants.
Data were collected from 26 in-depth interviews with experts and entrepreneurs from Kyrgyzstan. Particular
attention is paid to the place and role of kinship and compatriot connections of migrants from Kyrgyzstan,
which form the basis of ethno-migrant social networks. These ties acquire an ethnic dimension, primarily be-
cause they provide a key resource, especially at the initial stage of business creation.

In the section “Beyond the Borders ,” we publish a paper of Tatiana Khavenson and Tatiana Chirkina (both
from the International Laboratory for Educational Policy Analysis, Institute of Education, NRU HSE), “Ef-
fectively Maintained Inequality: The Choice of Postsecondary Educational Trajectory in Russia.” In the paper,
for the first time, the theory of effectively maintained inequality is tested on a basis of Russian data. According
to this theory, the increase in the number of places at a specific level of education may not lead to decreased so-
cioeconomic inequality on this level, as long as inequality will maintain at the level because of the qualitative
difference of the received education. Collecting data from the longitudinal project, “Trajectories in Education
and Profession,” two postsecondary educational choices are examined: (1) the choice between vocational and
higher education, and (2) the choice between going to a selective or non-selective university. The results show
that after finishing school, the direct effect of the socio-economic background is more important for moving
to a more academic trajectory than the family's efforts to improve academic performance.

In the rubric “New Translations,” we publish a part of the book by Anthony Giddens and Philip W. Sutton,
“Essential Concepts in Sociology.” This book introduces essential concepts, which present the basics of so-
ciology as a field. The authors not only provide short vocabulary definitions, but also consider each concept
in detail, including historical and theoretical contexts of their emergence and usage, they also demonstrate
meanings and interpretations, addressing critics and evolution in modern research and theories. The Journal
of Economic Sociology publishes the book’s fourth section, “Structures of the Society,” in which the authors
review bureaucracy, capitalism, consumerism, organization, labor division, education, and religion. The book
has been translated by Elizaveta Rozhdestvenskaya and Stanislav Gavrilenko.

Ignat Baranov (Independent Researcher from Melbourne, Australia) has submitted a paper, “Creation of Trust
in the Russian Cryptocurrency Market.” Data were collected from 15 semi-structured interviews with active
participants of the cryptocurrency market. A typology of cryptocurrency users was introduced. The ways of
managing risks in interactions with the market and insight into the role of the state in this market were ex-
amined. The author argues that one group use cryptocurrency for consumption of various goods (including
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those that are prohibited in the Russian Federation), whereas the second group of users tries to derive financial
benefit from the current market situation.

Dr. Liliia Zemnukhova (Research Fellow, Center for Science and Technology Studies, European University at
St. Petersburg) has prepared an analytical review, “Social Studies of Technology: Evolution and Interaction of
Approaches.” The author shows how, at the intersections of two disciplinary directions—innovation research
(IS) and science and technology studies (STS)—more complex models and concepts are being born, such as
socio-technical configurations, for which social relations give meaning to technological artifacts.

We provide information on the conference “Basic Income as a Prologue to Social Policy of the 21st Century,”
which took place in the Higher School of Economics. It was devoted to both the theoretical and practical as-
pects of basic income implementation. Interconnections of basic income with inequality and pension-system
adaptation were discussed along with the experience of relevant projects in the field conducted in Switzerland
and Finland. The presentations provided the ability to dispel the myths about basic income, look at it as a tool
for solving different social problems, and formulate the questions that should be asked while constructing such
a measure of social support. The author is Elena Nazarbaeva (Centre for Studies of Income and Living Standards,
Institute for Social Policy, Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology NRU HSE).

Natalia Conroy (Research Fellow, Laboratory for Studies in Economic Sociology) reviews Norwegian anthro-
pologist T. Rakopoulos’s new book, “From Clans to Co-Ops: Confiscated Mafia Land in Sicily ”” (New York;
Oxford: Berghahn Books, 2017.)

In our new rubric, “Debates,” Dr. Dmitry Kataev (Professor of the Department of Philosophy, Sociology and
Theology, Lipetsk State Pedagogical University) presents his response to the text by Rostislav Kapelyush-
nikov, “Weber's Hypnosis: Notes on ‘Protestant Ethics and the Spirit of Capitalism.’”” The author argues that
the uncharted and authentic reflection of the legacy of Max Weber is possible only in view of a holistic read-
ing of his work, taking into account the historical, biographical, and contextual aspects. In the case of Weber,
theoretical discussions with the materialist understanding of history should be taken into account. Arguments
in support of W. Schluchter's “Weberian research program’ and the reconstructed paradigm of T. Schwinn and
G. Albert are also presented.
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
